During this time she traveled with the School’s Dance Team to many Dance Conventions and Competitions. She had assisted Patti from the age of 13 until Patti’s retirement in 2001. This training has given her the self confidence and ability to purchase and direct the Dance School as well as the commitment of continuing her education to better train your child.

Curriculum:  Melissa’s Studio of Performing Arts offers training for children and adults in Tap, Ballet, Jazz, Modern, Contemporary, Hip-Hop, Lyrical, Clogging, Gymnastics, Cheerleading, Aerobics, and Ballroom

Tuition: Tuition is due in full on the first lessons of each month, regardless of how many “dance” weeks there are in a month. The longer months will offset the shorter holiday months. ANY account not paid during the current month will be charged an additional $5.00 along with each month that it goes unpaid.   If a student decides to discontinue dance throughout the year, the studio must be given a notice by the 15th of the month to discontinue with classes and the automatic withdrawal  program. Failure to comply will result in the following month tuition payment to be withdrawn. All initial fees and Prepaid Tuitions are non refundable.

There are no deductions or refunds for missed lessons.  Perfect attendance is expected and is acknowledged at the end of the school year. Accounts three months delinquent will result in cancellation of classes until payment is made in full. There will be a $25.00 fee on all returned checks and delinquent automatic withdrawals.

Snow or Ice:  In the event of a snowstorm or other severe inclement weather, a decision will be made at 2:00 in the afternoon whether there will be lessons that evening or not.  You may check the Dance School answering machine. The morning classes will be dismissed if Sikeston Schools are canceled. You will also receive an automated post call when we close so please keep your phone number up to date with us. 

Classroom Behavior:  No gum, food, candy, or drink is allowed in the studio. Students should go to the bathroom before class. Students and visitors should be quite and courteous at all times. Students should be respectful of the teacher and the other dancers. ALL cell phones need to be turned off during class time. 

Placement:  It is the responsibility of the teacher to place students in classes most suitable for him or her with careful thought, each student is placed in the class where he or she will progress the fastest and learn the most.
Dance Attire:  Girl’s Hair should be pulled up off the neck, away from the face, and pinned securely for all classes. No jewelry should be worn that interferes with learning. All students are required to dress properly for class Girls: wear a leotard and tights.  Guys: wear a fitted t-shirt and shorts. Each dance student must have the required dance shoes designated for their class: tap shoes (flats or high heels), white ballet shoes, and/or black Jazz shoes. Students must have a bag for their shoes. Dance shoes are not to be worn outside.  Label all shoes and bag with the student’s name.
Observing Classes:  I have found children concentrate much better if a parent is not present during the lesson. Parents cannot see the real progress a student makes by watching every lesson. Therefore, “Watching day” is held every other month. You may observe class on the 1st lesson in October, Christmas party in December, and the 1st lessons in February, and April. We also have a viewing window so you may check on students during class without the student realizing.


During “Watching Day”-Please!!!!

1. Do not try to attract you child’s attention during class.

2. Do not carry on a conversation with your neighbor during the class. The whispering is disturbing to the teacher, students and other parents observing.

3. Do not bring babies to the studio on watching day

4. Do not berate your child in front of others. There is a certain strain on all of us on observing days, and at times children just try to hard…..

5. Patience and understanding are essential, no child wishes to be inferior to the rest of the class and all children learn at a different rate. In case of a lack of interest or if you have any cause to complain about a child or teacher, do not barge in during class time, or discuss it before your child or another parent. Ask for a time for a private interview with Ms. Melissa. You will receive her attention, respect, and gratitude.
DANCE DIVAS  Competition Team:  Is the traveling dance team. These students ages 6-18 compete against other dancers in local competitions as well as in surrounding states.  Students must be enrolled in a technique class in addition to Diva Classes. Students audition in May and start rehearsals in the Summer and continue in the fall. These Performers will compete in 3-4 competitions each spring.  

Dress Rehearsal:  Dress rehearsal will be considered and charged as one lesson. A parent, grandparent or a responsible adult will be required to attend with their student. All dance students will be expected to attend the dress rehearsal with costume on, hair and make-up fixed according to the teacher’s request, and will perform on stage; this helps each child be prepared for the lights and new atmosphere of being on stage. 

Recital: The years work ends with a recital featuring the accomplishment of each class. This allows each student to experience performing; a very necessary part of their dance training. A recital fee to defray the cost of the auditorium, programs, music, decoration, etc. will be announced later on in the year. Students will also be given information regarding dance workshops throughout the year. Other opportunities for performances may also be offered.

Costume: Costumes will be ordered in December. Average cost is $90 per costume. A $50 Deposit will be due in November to be paid for each class taken. A second deposit will be due in February. Costumes are not returnable, cancelable and cannot be refunded after ordering. It is the parent’s responsibility to let the school know in writing BEFORE  Christmas break if their child will not be performing in the recital so a costume will not be ordered.

After costume orders are placed in December, students will be expected to finish out the year as formations and routines have been worked out and last minute changes make it hard for everyone. If a student does have to drop out, an extra month tuition will be charged and the balance of the ordered costume must be paid.
Mission Statement: My goal is for my students to have a happy experience while learning to move and dance in rhythm. And through the process, encourage them to be the best of their ability, to learn self-discipline, and build self-esteem, and a respect for others.
